II. Genesis 6: and the Destiny of Fallen Angels and Demons:
1. Some Different Views of Genesis 6:1-4 ‘Sons of God’ (Bene Ha Elohim) – (Notice the first two verses are a single sentence.  Notice also, that all languages meet in Jerusalem: West of Jerusalem: languages are read from the right to the left; East of Jerusalem: languages are read from left to right.)

· ‘Sons of God’ are pious men from the line of Seth: Sethites. - Chrysostom
· ‘Daughters of Men’ are Cainites. - Augustine
· ‘Sons of God’ are Nobles and Kings: Royalty marrying commoners.
· ‘Sons of God’ and ‘Daughters of men’ (literally: Daughters of Adam) are the first polygamists. Lamech brought two women into his home in defiance of God’s institution of marriage as one man for one woman.
· ‘Sons of God’ are simply angelic fallen beings. ‘Daughters of men’ are simply human women.

· These beings were created and not born so they could only refer to Adam, the first created man or to angels. 
· Psalm 148:2,5; Psalm 104:4; Colossians 1:16
3. In Genesis 6:1-5 we see the reason why God finally gave up on the earth and mankind in general. What was that reason? (See Matthew 24:)

4. What is the plain sense of Gen. 6:1-5? Why, did Moses put within this passage a description of Giants or Nephilim? This view was taught by the Rabbi’s and the early church from the first century after the resurrection of Christ. 
5. How do we account for the reference to LXX: “Giants” (Nephilim / Ha Giborrim: The Mighty Ones) in Genesis 6:4? 
· Why was it even recorded by Moses in this section describing the utter depravity and fallenness of humanity? 
· Some believe that these fallen ones were capable of genetic engineering.
6. What does the word, “Nephilim” mean in the Hebrew? (from the verb: naphal – fall, fallen ones, those who fall upon, attackers, desert or deserters: Septuagent LXX: gigantes: (GREEK: giges) ‘Earth-Born’)
7. Why did Satan seek to multiply his Satanic Army? One-Third of the forces of Heaven, as created by God fell from heaven. Satan had a problem: (Angels cannot multiply on their own) 
8. What’s the difference between these two Words: Nephilim: (Fallen Ones) / Rephaim: (Progeny of the Fallen Ones)

10. Of what significance is the wording of Genesis 6:2 “…they took wives                                                 for themselves of all whom they chose?”                                                                                                (Breeding, Genetic engineering, a Master Race to subvert, corrupt and destroy the coming Messiah)
11. What does it mean in Jude 6 when the word “Habitation” is used? (oiketherion) refers to the body as a dwelling place for the spirit. Used only (2X) in the NT. 2 Corinthians 5:1,2; and Jude 6.
12. What was the motive of Satan in allowing these demonic fallen angels to cohabitate with the daughters of Adam? (See Genesis 3:15; 4:1 and 5:29)
13. Why is it so difficult for some Bible scholars to admit angels impregnating and fathering children? 
· Angels are always referred in the Bible as “men” and the pronoun “he” is used to describe them.

· Angels were solicited by the homosexual mob for sexual relations with the                                                 sodomites in Genesis 19: Whenever we see a description of angelic beings, they                                                    are stunningly handsome.
· The writer of Hebrews in Hebrews 13:2 suggests that many have entertained                                                   angels unawares.
· Some Bible scholars suggest that immaterial could not cohabitate with the                                                    material. Each created life could only procreate after their own kind.                                                               Genesis 1:11-12; 21, 24-25
· Some suggest that these fallen angels would have had to indwell human men in order to engage in sexual relations with human women. 
· Doesn’t Matthew 22:30 tell us that in the resurrection they neither marry or are given in marriage? 
· Why would God have permitted this union to take place in the first place?
14. In Genesis 6:9 we read, “…Noah was a just man, perfect in his generations.”      What does the word, ‘perfect’ or ‘blameless’ mean here in this context? (w/o blemish, sound, healthful, w/o spot, unimpaired) Noah’s genealogy was unblemished.
15. One possible interpretation suggests these fallen angels indwelt and possessed human men and from their union of a man and woman came these evil, possibly demon possessed children. Because of their demon possessed parents these children would also be possessed. 
· How then do we interpret (Jude 6,7)? What is ‘Tartarus?’ 
16. For the sake of argument let’s say this argument of fallen angels cohabitating with women is the true and right interpretation of Genesis 6:1-4. 
· What would be the result of such a union? 
· If fallen angels have no possible opportunity for redemption, then the seed of the fallen angel would be hopelessly corrupted.
· Would there be a spirit of the Nephilim?

· Who are the ‘Watchers?’ King OG of Bashan – (Deuteronomy 3:11) – (13.5’ X 6’) / Goliath and his 4 brothers:  2 Samuel 21:15-22; I Chronicles 20:4,5

· Who designed the huge designs in the earth only recognizable from great altitudes and longitudes? 
· Who were the TITANS of Greek Mythology speaking of? (partly celestial and partly terrestrial)
